What can students do now? There is not much to do now but to think about

possible feedback to give next semester.

o How will this impact retention? They have done lots of research on this.
Retention is considered the time between a student’s 1st year and 2nd year
and considering if they are coming back for their second year. This QEP
topic will focus on helping first and second year students set long and
short-term goals. When a student is able to recognize that the institution is
invested in their success after graduation, they will believe there is a fit for
them and are more likely to stay. This will frame and give students a vision
of what their future can be.
